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 The President’s View 

The Covid 19 pandemic continues to dominate 

our lives and has given us something of a roller-

coaster year, though 2021 ended in a situation a 

bit better than the previous year. On the bright 

side, the Convention was able to go ahead in        

September virtually as before, with the number 

attending about the same as pre-Covid, and 

Council has received many comments on the 

success of the weekend. Life is stuttering       

towards a semblance of normality, and most 

have had a just about “normal” Christmas. 

The Covid shutdown spawned the idea of the 

Zoom Circles at the end of 2020, and these are 

not only flourishing but expanding. There are 

now 5 “general interest” Zoom Circles, and the 

new specialist Infra-Red Circle quickly became 

full and divided into two with Ray Grace as    

Secretary of Z7. Barbara Beauchamp offered to start and run a Circle for panels (Z8) that was 

over-subscribed even before the first meeting and Chris Hodgson is taking on the second 

“panels” Zoom Circle (Z9). Two monochrome Zoom Circles are about to start (Z10 and Z11) 

both led by Arnold Phipps-Jones.  

In Council, Colin Westgate had said that he wanted to stand down as Publicity Secretary.       

Fortunately, Colin has agreed to accept a proposal (to be put to the AGM) to continue on 

Council as a permanent member so that we will continue to benefit from his enormous ex-

perience. The Publicity Secretary position remains vacant. 

The council have had lively debates concerning the public face of UPP, and suggestions 

about changes to the “little man” logo, the name of the magazine and even the name of the 

Club were discussed by emails and in a special Zoom meeting.  

As a result, there’s no proposal to be put forward to shorten the full official name of the 

Club, though it’s recognised that we are generally known simply as “United  Photographic 

Portfolios”, abbreviated to “UPP”.  

However, not for the first time has it been suggested that the term “little man” doesn’t   

adequately or properly reflect modern society in general and the membership of the UPP in 
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particular. The logo design was introduced in the magazine in 1936 and has seen some    

minor tweaks over the years: so, some cosmetic changes have been agreed in order to     

standardise the appearance and soften some of the hard corners, but it otherwise remains. 

But the name “The Little Man” is being dropped, not only to describe the logo but also as 

the title of the magazine: this will in future be known as the “UPP Journal”. Several minor 

changes to the Constitution will be put forward at the AGM to alter refences to the name in 

the Constitution. 

There has also been some working of the front of UPP’s “Facebook” page while Arnold 

Phipps-Jones has been continuing to expand the website. 

Organisation of the 2022 AGM Convention (Friday 2nd to Sunday 4th September) is well    

under way, and hopefully the upset and ad hoc arrangements which constituted 2020 are 

well behind us.  I hope too that the vaccination programme will keep at least most of us safe 

and allow a fruitful photographic 2022.
